The Gross Square Foot factor is to account for circulation and differs depending on the function of the
space.

A 10% and 20% building core factor have been added to provide accommodations for such items as
restrooms, common circulation, the potential for vertical circulation, electrical and data closets, janitor
closets, mechanical rooms and chases, and exterior wall thickness.
